MINIMAL REQUIREMENTS: 

· font TITUS Cyberbit Basic (TrueType), Version 2.1; 2000

· Microsoft Word 97 or newer

· Windows 95 or newer

SECURITY ISSUES

UNIQTITUS makes use of macros – small programs that can be created within Word (see Word Help section "Using macros to automate tasks"). Macros constitute a security problem since they can be misused for storing viruses. Needless to say, the UNIQTITUS macros do not have any detrimental effects. However, you should be aware of the security issues involved in using macros.

Recent versions of Microsoft Word give a warning when you try to open a file that contains macros. Such a warning does not mean that the file be infected by a virus, but only that it contains macros. Since UNIQTITUS.DOT does contain macros, you may get this warning. You have to press "Enable macros" to make UNIQTITUS work.

INSTALLING AND UNINSTALLING UNIQTITUS

· Installing UNIQTITUS in Word

1. Extract UNIQTITUS.DOT from the zip-file into a suitable folder.

Note: You may place UNIQTITUS.DOT anywhere but if you want it to be loaded automatically when you start Word you should put it in Word's start-up folder (most probably C:\Program Files\Microsoft Office\Office\Startup). To locate or change your Startup setting, click Options on the Tools menu, and then click the File Locations tab.

2. Start Word. 

3. On the Tools menu, click Templates and Add-Ins.

4. Click Add, switch to the folder that contains the template or add-in you want, click it, and then click OK.

5. Make sure macros are enabled in Word.

· Uninstalling UNIQTITUS from Word

If you have stored UNIQTITUS.DOT in Word's startup folder, simply remove it from there. Otherwise:

1. On the Tools menu, click Templates and Add-Ins.

2. Under Global templates and add-ins, click "UNIQTITUS.dot", and then click Remove.

3. Now use "My Computer" to delete the "UNIQTITUS.dot" from the disk. Thanks for using it.

LOADING UNIQTITUS IN WORD:

1. Start Word.

2. On the Tools menu, click Templates and Add-Ins.

3. Select "UniqTitus.dot" and click OK.

UNLOADING UNIQTITUS:

1. On the Tools menu, click Templates and Add-Ins.

2. Clear the check box next to "UniqTitus.dot".

HOW TO USE IT:

Font:

Select the TITUS Cyberbit Basic font. Only this font works properly with UniqTitus. Some characters are available also in other fonts, however the number of those characters is pretty small.

Toolbars: 

By right-clicking the mouse on any icon you get the list of all toolbars available.

Hint: Buttons [image: image1.png]


 have similar function – to show/hide certain toolbar.

The following toolbars are part of UniqTitus:

· Diacritics

· Additional Characters (for use see Unicode menus)

· Extra

· Greek diacritics

· Letters above

· More diacritics above

· More diacritics below

It is recommended to select all of them.

How to enter diacritics
Simply! Use the toolbar icons showing diacritics. The following order of insertion must be respected when adding diacritics: 

1. basic letter (eg. O);

2. diacritics in the CENTER of the letter (Ø);

3. diacritics BELOW – if there are more of them, first choose the one nearer to the letter and later the one further below ();

4. diacritics ABOVE – if there are more of them, first choose the one nearer to the letter and later the one further above ().

There are also keyboard shortcuts available for entering some of the diacritics. Holding down Alt press the key indicated in the icon boxes [image: image3.png]BHE R T YMR




 to get the diacritic indicated. ( ´ is thus ALT+2,^ is ALT+3). You may easily create or modify the shortcuts by using the Tools → Customize command in Word.

The characters that UniqTitus doesn't know or that don't even exist in the Titus font, are compiled by UniqTitus as two characters, ie. the combination of the letter + combining character. The result might not always be satisfactory.

Note:

· On some international keyboards, the shortcuts might not always be the ones that are shown. On Slovenian keyboard, for example, the shortcut for ogonek ˛ is ALT+ž, not ALT+\.

· To get characters with diacritic like ḇ press the "macron below" icon.

Unicode menus: The characters not accessible by clicking the diacritics are available in the Unicode menus. Enter them simply by clicking them. The same applies for the toolbar Additional characters.

Using Autotext:

There is an alternative way of entering Unicode characters – by using the Autotext entries directly. For instance, to enter the œ character do as follows:

1. Type "!oe" (Without quotation marks, but don't forget the exclamation mark!).

2. Press F3.

Hint: To enter upper case ɶ type two exclamation marks, eg. "!!oe" (without quotation marks).

The advantage of this method is that you do not have to use the mouse. But you have to know the UNIQTITUS name of the character.

This is also the case for other character from the menus. What you have to write is indicated in the menus.

Entering UPPER CASE characters:

Many of the Unicode characters are defined for both upper and lower case (e.g. Ƥ and ƥ (phook)). The Unicode menus contain lower case characters. Exceptions are the capital Greek letters. 

If the character in question is the first in the word (as upper case letters often are), it is usually sufficient to press SHIFT+F3 after entering the lower case character from Unicode menus. If it is not the first letter in the word, you should first select the letter with the cursor (or use Shift+Left Arrow), then press Shift+F3.

You may also use the Autotext entry for the upper case character directly (see above "Using Autotext ").

OTHER:

· The characters like  are available in two ways: as c + . + ˇ or as č + . Possible only for characters based on č, š or ž.

· The combinations like  and ấ have dictated the use of "acute" (ALT+2) for the first and "acutetonemark" for the second of them. Thus: 

 = a+ˆ+ [image: image4.png]



ấ = a+ˆ+ [image: image5.bmp]
·  (l with 2 dots below)= l + . + . (the same rule applies for other letters)

·  (m with 2 dots above) = m + ˙ + ˙ (the same rule applies for other letters)

·  is available as ø + ˛ or as ǫ + / (the same rule applies for other characters based on ø)

· The characters containing   ̐ "candrabindu" are only available with "candrabindu", not with LETTER + ˘ + ˙

KNOWN COMPATIBILITY PROBLEMS:

If you use other Word add-ins at the same time as UNIQTITUS, conflicts might occur. Some add-ins wipe away any other custom menus from the menu bar before adding their own, which means that the UNIQTITUS menus just disappear. If you don't use both add-ins at the same time, you should unload one of them. If you want to use both at the same time, there is a possible but somewhat cumbersome remedy: unload both UNIQTITUS and the competing add-in (see above: "Unloading UNIQTITUS"), then open UNIQTITUS.dot (as Template – not as a document) for editing, then use the Tools → Customize tool to move the UNIQTITUS menus to a suitable toolbar, where they will be safe for other add-ins. (Tip: give the menus shorter names to make them take up less space.)

GREEK LETTER WITH DIACRITICS:

Greek letters are to be inserted by entering latin letter from keyboard (have a look at the first row) and click the [image: image6.bmp] button after typing.
